11Tho Turkish Agreement" , "The Six

, "The Lli.ssing W:vo;y11 and many others, but I should 
have to be paid before I could dig,)st the work of oome writers who 
ore so hiehly praised in Blakiana. 

The neglect of Pie= Qui.rOulo by Blakiana contributors is a 
mystery, for the so s t ories contained everything that t1e uaually 
o.gree aontributed to t he p, rfect Blalco s t ory . We saw Blake him­
self , r1el1 -ed ucated, of vost hu,;,an sympathy , with high medical 
qualifications; Tinker as n lo-.able and youthful assistant , s et­
tin g just the l'ight note ; Mrs ,. Bardell, '7bimeica1 , comfortable 
and homely; Pedro, supreme old dog, ready to bring his sagacioua 
nose into play at frequent · intervals; the Baker Street chambers, 
correct to t he lnst detail, always the me.in background ; Dr. Baily, 
dry old llro,l ey Streot practitioner, as belie vable as Blake and 
Tin!rer tbemseJ:v:e.s.;...-..G~J1Jl.i.e,--iw.ver intP04uo&d tg9 ; e ten t:a 
tiouely, but aupplying 11 geruine Sooret Service n,.vour; tho plots, 
skilfu lly · worked out and buildin g up to a thrillin g olimax; the 
geogrc.phy , .~uthentic r.nd intriguing; the stories, fn eoin at i ng, 
humouroua, sometimes even macabre, but al ways feasible reo.ding. 

Pie rre Quiroule lifted the Sexton Blake s tory hi gh above the 
errand -boy class of literature into which oome S. B. L•a fell . He 
wa.s a maet er of descri ptive l7I."i tingt and hi11l a oomme.nd of exce ll en t 
English .
