A few days ago , Snowee came t o us in the garden and laid a dead 

greenfinch at our feet . We hoped that she had not caugh t and killed the 
bird , and , in fac t , fel t fairly sure that she had not , for the bird was 
cold, while Snowee had been with us only a minute before . But the 
inte resting poin t was that this bird , too , was r inged. 

We rang the Hampshire ringer of the B.T .0 . , and he said he 
wo uld drive over at once and collect the bird o Later on we were given 
the history of this bird . It had been ringed in 1976 , and at that time it 
was two years old ~ So at the time of its death it was over six years old . 

The ringer to ld us that large numbers of birds are ringed every 
year, but that the proportion returned after death is fa irly small . He 
told us, in addition , that our area, where birds once abounded, has less 
e ve ry year as, inexorably , open spaces get built upon and trees cut down. 

Finally, we were given t he satisfactory information that the 
greenfinch had died from natural causes - it showed no sign of injury . 
It was a comfort to us that the Princess had not killed it.

The only one of the old artists left is Chapman , who still 
illustrat,es the Gr eyfriars ta les , the series now running being the long 
one about Loder as Captain .

In one 
really funny sequence , Bunt er gets kidnapped In mi st ake for Fish . The 
series continues next mon th . 

My Gran sen t £1 to her da rli ng Danny for Whit sun , and I bought 
tickets for Mum arid me to go t o the Holbor n Empire . The y hav e 
wo nderful , extra - long , variety sh ows there ~ tw ice nigh t ly at 6 and 8.45 .

Apart from a poor run of St . Jim's tales , the Gem is packed 
with a pr ,ogramme of tripey articles and stories . Surel y it must get 
better .

_WITHOUT ENVY by R . J . God save 

One of the most remarkable state of affairs concerning the school 
stories written by Hamilton and Br ooks was the complete absence of 
envy by the read ers whose parents in the major ity of cases were far 
from well-to-do. Brooks occasionally introduced the Bannington 
Council scholars into his stories. They played a prominent part in the 
Howard Martin series and were instrumental in temporarily bringing 
the barr in g- out of the Remove to an end , only to replace the barricades 
after Nipper had explained that they had rebelled against the tyrannical 
rule of the head-master , Mr . Howard Martin . A friendly rivalry existed 
between the St . Frank's juniors and the council schoolboys . 

In order to be able to send a son or daughter to such schools as 
St. Frank ' s and Moorview the parents would ha ve of necessity to be well 
placed financially . There is no doubt that an author would consider 
hi mself to be very much tied from the scope point of view had he only 
the background of a council schoolboy to work on. 

It is interesting to note that Jane Austen's novels were entirely 
devoted to the hmded gentry of those times. Charles Dickens wrote of 
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the appalling poverty of the early Victorian age, but it would be 
exceedingly difficult for any author to write week after week with such 
a background . 

The wonderful holi day series by E . S. Brooks in the Nelson Lee 
Library were only made possible by such characte-rs as Lord Dorrim ore 
whose weal th enabled the St . Frank's party t o travel in so many places 
overseas . Whether the average schoolbo y reader of the old papers 
realised it or not , t he educa t ional value in the matter of visits to 
foreign ]lands was immense .

TWO CHAMPIONS by John Bridgwa ter 

No1• Not Blake and Tinker as you migh t expect , but two Blake 
stories in a paper not usually associa ted with t he saga . As far as I 
know only two Bla ke stories ever appeared in T he Champion . The y are 
to be found in numbers 1 and 7 _ 

Perhaps the editor hoped to give the new paper a good start by 
using an es t ablished winner with a ready ·-made readership . To hold 
them he relied on no less than four serials and a series of free photo ­
cards of popular sportsmen . Maybe The Champion was a smash - hit to 
begin with as Blake was not called in again for six weeks . probably to 
renew the readers enthusiasm when the first flush of success was 
beginning to fade . However it was , judging by the subsequent long life 
of The Champion Blake's two guest appearances were sufficient to 
ensure a prosperous future for the paper. 

In those early days The Champion featured wha t was called "The 
Grand Free 8-page Story Supplement" . The "8-page" bit is rather 
puzzling as The Champion gave 28-pages for 2d. whilst The Union Jack 
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was giving 24- pages for 2d. (the yea1· was 1922) . Be that as it may , the 
supplememt was the eight cen tre pages and t hese contained a 15, 000 
word complete story . Toda y it would be called a "pull - out" feature . 

In No. 1 , Bla ke appears in a football st ory called "Paid to 
Lose ~" by Art hur s. Hard y, illustrated by Fra nk R. Grey . It is a yarn 
about bribery and corr uption in professi onal football . A youn g player 
is suspected of bribing opposing t eams to sec ure res ults whic h will 
pr ofit the bookmakers . Blake is called in to clea r up the ma tter . So 
tha t he may watch the pla ye rs without arousing thei r suspicions he i s 
rnst alled as the t eam traine r. a j ob he ca rrie s out to the gr ea t benefit of 
the team as a whole . The plot r evolv es around that creaking old pivot, 
the double . The "baddie" cl osel y resembles the young "good ie" but 
no-.one iH aware of the "baddie's" exis te nc e . Consequentl y the "goodi e" 
gets all t he blame when the "baddie" is seen in the company of players 
bel onging to othe r teams and paying for their ente rt ainmen t . The 
"goodie" has an alibi but won't use it because it involve s his secret 
swee theart . It is Pedro who tracks him to his t r ysting place and so 
re ve als his sec r et to Blake . Blake keeps him hidden until the "baddie" 
is arres te d and everyone thinks the "goodie" is disgrac ed and his team 
certain to be defeated in the big match without him . But, surprise ~ 
su r prise' : Blake produces him at the last moment before the match 
begins and be plays the game of his life . From a 1980 view-point the 
story is disappointing . The den oue ment is obvious from early in the 
story and a real "corny" touch is having Blake masquerade under the 
name of .Makewright. Howeve r , it is all cast in the 1922 Champion 
image - Mystery. Adventure and Sport - though it is a little short on the 
fir st two .. I expect it read much better when firs t published; then there 
were far fewer Blake stories around with which to compare it . 

The story in No. 7 is vast ly superior to tha t in No. 1 . It is 
"The Golden Wolf " by Hart le y Tremayne , illustra ted by Louis Gunnis . 
The sport angle does not appear at all though there is plenty of 
ad ventum and a dash of mys tery. A Greek gentleman called Constantine 
Zagro claims to be descended from the Emperor Constantine and has an 
ancient ring to prove it. He is a man of considerable means and tells 
Blake that he is under constant threat of possib le abduction by emissaries 
from Greece where he expects to be stripped of bis wealth and put to 
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death . Being a descendent of Constantine he is considered to be a danger 

to t he Greek rulers The ring is stolen and Zagro commiss ions Blake to 

find it. Almost immediately afterwards he disappears , obviously 

kidnapped . This leads to an e.xciting chase down the T ha mes into the 

open sea where a daring rescue from a foreign ship takes place and the 

s hip i s sunk There are two quite unexpected twists at the end which if 

revealed would spoil the enJoyment of anyone -reading the story for the 

first time . Th e Golden Wolf of the title is a clever international spy. 

The e nd of the story leaves the quesr1on 11d1d he drown or did he 

escape?" unanswered. I wonder if he ever cr opped up again somewher e 

e1s e m the saga? He was a worth y oppone nt for Blake Const anr rne 

ZagTo is a delightful character , ex c itable arid eager , o 11ha~e a go" ar 

his enemies , geft ir1g more and more battere d as the st ory pr ogre sses 

bur alwa ys bouncing back ever re ady to continue the fight Quire 

irrepressible' He is another characrer worthy of a more distinguished 

place in the saga - l'his one , at. least , is a real champion tale .

The aliens at Greyfriars came f.rom Beechwood School . run by 

Her r Rosen bl aum , and in Magne t No . 6, when that sc hool clo sed down . 

Hurr ee Singh arrived w ith Adolphe Meunier , Fritz Hoffman and others . 

Hurree Singh was of course a British s ubjec t and was not regarded as 

an alien , but the way Meunier and Hoffman cont inu ed the Franc o­

Prus sian war in their constant encounters made it quite clear t hat they 

were foreigners , and th ei r ways were regarded with tolerant (and 

pe rh aps condescending) good humour . 

In Magnet No. 19 , a large number of F rench boys came to play 

cricke t against the Rem ove , and of course Meun ier capta ined them and 

Hoffm an wa s allowed to play for the Remove s ide . It was a highly com ic 

occ asi on and ne arl y half the story was de vote d to a deta il ed account of 

the mi sa dventures of the match . Th e bystanders seemed to meet with 

more accidents than the pla yers themselves . 

Althou gh the match was intended to be the clim ax of the story , 

there is also a good deal of historical inter es t about the beginning of the 
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tate . Thie very early Bunter was even then talking· about his postal 
or de r, but he was trusted to expend a large sum of mone y on a cold 
collation befor e the ma tch and he seemed t o have fulfilled the t rust . (It 
would be impossible to imagine Nugen t calling him I Bunty 1 in la ter 
ye ars . ) Mr , Quelch was shml\lll to be a .master in full control of hi s 
class, bu1t he would not in later days ha ve been described as smooth , 
sarcastic: , or merciless . Equall y, no boy ·who was ins t ructed to hold out 
his hand would ha ve offered t o shake hands and get away scot - free as 
Hurre e Singh contri ved to do . 

Int a way, the openmg chap te1.· bolds the greatest intereSt of all , 
sin ce i1 relates in so me det ail i:he moves in a che ss game bet ween 
Wha rton and Nugent, 1.he latter bei ng helped by Hurree Singh , who is 
described as a pas t masi er of the game . Perhaps the most su btle to uch 
(because it is not over - emphas ised) is when Hurr ee Singh pomts out co 
Nugen t the dangers in ce rtain moves, and Nugent takes the cr edi t for any 
success but blafnes his advi ser when Wharton wins the game . Cha rl e s 
Hami lton 1 s perennial interes t iri chess was seldom given so free a rein 
as in the descrip t ion of this mat ch played with Hurr ee Singh' s wonder ­
fully car ve d se t of oriental chessmen . 

Some weeks la te r Herr Rosenblaum opened Friarda le Academ y 
nexr dom · to Greyfriars , and the aliens returned to the ca r e of their 
forme r headmaster , The ri valr y betw een the lwo schools las te d awhile , 
buf, the Academ y soon ce ased t o be men t ioned , whic h was perhaps just 
as well , since light - hear t ed pranks become a li ttle tedious if over - used , 
and the aliens had no poten t ial for fut ure dramatic developmen t .

A re Joind er from J .E .M . 

Much as I enJoyed Tony Glyn's st urd y defence of the Thornsons , 

I found his refe rence s to Mr - Holman and me dec ide dly chill . We are 

accu sed of not praising the Dundee sto ry papers "particularl y highly" 

Just what altitu de of enrhus1asm are we expected to reac h ? "Satisfied a 

hunger for sim pl e excitement" , "aids to Juvenile literacy" , "la rge 

circula tions". "irresistible" were only some of my encomia . I even 

antici pated Mr . Glyn's own refer enc e to the cinem atic pace of the 

Thomson yarn s . My leaSt kind comment was that ; !rt ret rospec t, "it all 

seems like a diet of cheap doughnuts and ginger pop" , But sur ely Mr . 

Glyn . in adul thood , can hardl y -regard the Thom sons as li te ra ry caviar? 

Nor did I say t hat I had troub le recalling cha racters from the 

Thomson papers . Indeed , I named quite a number (mclud mg the 

immortal Morgyn and the Wolf of Kabul) . What I do ha-ve diffi culty in 

remembering - after fifty ye ars' . - are , as I sai d , exactl y which of the 

Dundee per iodical s such figures appeare d in . I was , in fact , hoping that 

other C .D . reader s migh t also have r emembere d some of those 

characters I nam ed - Tig er McTaggart , Bandy Walker and the Kentucky 

Twins . for instance - from the late twe ntie s and ea rly thirtie s . 

As for tha t Orwell essay , of course we can bear to have it quoted 

again - especially one vital distinction it makes betwee n Dundee and A .P . 

If Dund ee was the home of pace , action and colour , the Magnet and Gem 

pa id mo re heed to cha r acterisatio n . It is too ofte n forgotten that Orwell 

give s Ham il to n quite high marks in this field Other students of 

Hamil t oniana have even gone so far as to suggest t hat the famou s figures 

of Greyfriars and St . Jim's are . in tr uth , complex adult pers onalit ies in 

sc ho ol uniform . Certainly this could help to explain the existence of a 

mature audienc e for the Magnet and Gem stories . 

I would not argue with Mr . Glyn' s view that it was proba bly the 

succes s of the Thoms ons which ultimate ly destroyed the Magnet and the 

Gem . Whether thi s was a welcome deve lopment is a su bjec t for an 

altogeth er differen t debat e .

Thus Pete , of Jack , Sam & Pete fame , philosophising in his 
ty picall y comic and woolly - headed way , expressing a splendid moral that 
must apply poignantly to that ever - diminishing band of Jack , Sam & Pete 
devotees that yet remain to push forward the claims of their favourite 
story book heroes . For who has not heard of Jack , Sam & Pete? ... 
Yet how many have actually read of their adventures? . . . Have YOU? 
I'll wager not . By the end of this short article I hope to have given you 
an idea o,f what you are missing . Stay with me , and you could well be 
surprised. 

To begin with though, everything seems loaded against Jack, Sam 
& Pete. First of all, the unpalatable fact for most of us is that J. S. & 
P . were the biggest money spinners that the Amalgamated Press had, 
yes, more so than our beloved St . Frank's, Sexton Blake or Greyfriars, 
so straig:ht away this might cause a little resentment in our :minds. 
After all, we all like our own pet hobby-horse to romp home first . 
Secondly , S. Clarke Hook who wrote the stories , was indisputably an 
inferior write to Hamilton, Brooks, Evans or Hylton Cleaver. He was 
a top second rater rather than a good first rater , so why should one 
bother, then? . . . Thirdly, apart from Bill Thurbon' s excellent article 
in the C .D. Annual of 1976 , the only widely known and generally 
accessib1le analysis of the stories is an unflattering - and rather biased -
one in E .. S. Turner's I Boys Will be Boys' , that indispensable guide and 
manual for all those interested in the old boys' book world. This is 
certainly calculated to put anyone off, and is biased because it reveals 
nothing of the good and enjoyable side of J . S. & P . , or why the stories 
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were s o perennia ll y popular. Lastly, and I think sad ly, the only J. S . & 

P. tale to be reprinted by Howard Baker is the story from the Penn y 

Popular in the 1975 Holiday Annual, a poor ta le rendered non sens ica l by 

m utilation. Imagine a compl ete Magnet or Lee series reduced t o ten 

pages . . . So when all this i s taken into con s ideration , it is unlike ly that 

new readers are going to be attracted . But my dear old hosses, dis is 

only ha lf ob de pi cture .. . 
To take the arguments above one by one , J. S. & P . were so 

popu l ar in the ir time because they deserved to be, at least in th e ir earl y 

days. The s tori es are a speci al mixture of rumbustiou s s lapstick and 

adven tur e and can really m ake one laugh out loud. I discovered them 

unwi llin gly, alm ost grudging ly, in a bound volum e of four B. F. L's that 

I had p icke d up for a song and th us felt duty bound to have a crack at. 

The sty le was strange and unfam ili ar, a lmost devoid of descriptive 

wr itin g , r elia nt on strong dial ogue t o describe a ll th e action and the 

scenes , and of course for many pages I didn 't lik e it as I didn't rea ll y 

want to. But slow ly a change came over me, and J found to my surp ri se 

that I was gr innin g over Pe te's humorous exchanges, then chuckling, and 

in some pla ces laughing outr ight. J was witt y , pith y, and someti mes you 

had to read betwe en the lines to get at Clarke Hook 's tr ue meanin g rather 

lik e in Hamilton , and I enj oyed that . There was al so the unint entional 

humour of victorian melodrama too, which occasiona lly peeped in; 

vi llain s that cry 'perdition'. ' and ' fur y'.' are just gorgeous . And to my 

surprise one or two of the adv entur e sc enes wer e quit e exciting. Without 

realising it, I was becom ing hooked. (If you 'll pardon the ghastly pun . . . ) 

Thi s I found began to compensate me for the second obje ct ion, 

nam ely that Clarke Hook was only a sec ond-r ate wri ter. When you' r e 

laughing and chuckling lik e that you tend to say · so what?' . . . It brings 

pleasure and it works . This was a r eal volte face for me, who up till 

now had been able to ac ce pt what I re ga rded as the c ream of old boys' 

books . So I looked again at Turner' s review in 'Boys Will Be Boys' and 

found myself ra ther dissatisfi ed with it. What it failed to do was to paint 

this pleasant pict ure of three adventurous comrades utterl y devoted to one 

ano th er and sharing some of th e atmosp her e of our be loved 'Cos' or 

Bak er Street. It fai led to describe the knockabout reparte e which gives 

J. S. & P . their individual characters, and it fai led to convey the often 
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absurd cl~arm of their adventures . This is the sort of thing that I mean .•. 
For no particular reason 1 J S. & P. are beading for the South 

Pole . (The tale is pre - Scott and Amundsen . ) The cold is so intense 
that they seek shelter , and Pete finds a cave near a volcano. The 
extract given below shows in microcosm the world of J ~ S. & P . Jack , 
the Oxford English graduate I polite and formal. Sam, an American 
marksman and hunter (read him with a Yankee accent in mind) gett ing 
in a fond dig at his negro friend , and Pete himself, whose less than 
earth - shattering observations upon volcanos are indicative of his style 
of badinage . Clarke Hook peeps through too with his observations upon 
the literatry value of some books , and the whole scene is set round a 
comfy fire reminiscent of a cosy study scene . Now read on • .. 

'Amongst the blackened rocks Pete discove:red a small cave , 
which to his delight he found quite warm . It was a sulphur cave. and the 
floor was strewn with a fine yellow powder, which was so hot that it was 
as much as he could do to bear his hand in iL 

It is true that the fumes given out were rather unpleasant, but 
Pete cared nothing for this. He wanted warmth, and he certainly got it 
in the cave. 

'Yah ; yah yah' . Dis is de most beautiful spot in de land ' he 
declared.. 'Why, Jack, you might almost cook potatoes in dis dust.' 

'You are likely to get a headache if you remain in there too long . ' 
'How's dat, Jack?' 
'It is a sulphur cave, and the fumes given off are likely to give 

anyone a headache. 1 

'Can't help dat, Jack. Dose fumes ain't going to make my head 
ache nea1r so badly as de cold makes my oder limbs ache. I would rader 
have aches from heat dan aches from cold. I am particularly pleased 
wid dis cave, and seeing <lat we have got plenty ob provisions, I don't 
see de slightest reason why we should not enjoy ourselves here for some 
little time. You see, I want to make some notes on de nature ob dis 
volcano . In de first place it's a round one, and in de second place it's 
got a hole in the top . I dunno dat I shan't write a book on natural history 
when I ge:t home. ' 

'Well, we have got some tinned rabbit here' .' exclaimed Sam, 
who had j'llst brought in some stores, as also the cooking stove. 
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'Perhaps if you eat that it will give you some ideas on natural history. 
I don't know what sort of animal you will place the volcano under, unless 
you mention that one of the caves near the top was used as a stable for 
a black jackass~' 

'You'm getting natural history jumbled up wid unnatural history, 
Sammy. still, before I start on my book, I tink we had better hab supper.
