J hav,e just read again this fine old story by Talbot Baines Reed. 
The last time must hav e been over 40 yea r s ago when 1 re ad it to 
a group or my boys in consecutive even ings when par t of my school 
was evac u;3.ted to rural Surr ey during the war years . I find it just 
as enterta ining n.ow as 1 -- and my boys - did then. 

I t is my favourite of all t he Reed st or ies, in spit e of its outra ­
geous coincidences . After all, stagge ring co incidences do happen, 
though not often in such profus ion as t hey occur in "A Dog with a 
Bad Name" . But , some how, coincidence, when well hand led, br ings 
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a warm glow to the heart of the reader. 
For a few chapter s, this is a school story . I have no doubt 

that Bolsover College, and its new liv e- wire Head, Mr. Fr ampton, 

gave Char les Hamilt on his model for th e Hi gh Coombe Sc hool for 

Slacke rs. Th ough, in the case of Bol sover, the new Head' s too fa st 

and fr equent r e form s produ ced tr agedy, wherea s Hami lton ' s refo rm ing 

Mr. McCann was used for slapst ic k co medy . 

John Je ffreys, the slouchin g, nin et een-y ea r-old hero - though 

he is not portrayed as heroi c - find s a post in a small privat e school 

where the pupils g lee full y link his name with the inf amous Judge 

Jeffr eys , ju st as th e Remove, many yea r::; late r, was to revive the 

idea when a brutal new Headmaster named Jeffr eys wen t to Gr eyf riar s. 

"D og with a Bad 1ame" is partly a love sto ry, tol d in tender , 

unsent im ent al langu age, when th e cl um sy Jeffr eys , sadd led with his 

own sense o f guilt , seems to have li t tl e chance against his rival, the 

smart , suav e, and rather treachero us Scarfe . It is, ver y mildl y and 

very pleasantl y , a rel igiou s stor y - Reed was a great Chris ti an - but 

the writ er never made the mist ake of making his story ri ng ''pi " -

the mis take which a Magn et sub writer made when he wrote a pretty 

awful Magn et stor y "The Sunday Cru saders". 
"Dog with a Bad Nam e'' is melodrama in parts . It is bordering 

on Dick ensi an in part s. It even has an ar my sequenc e, all blending 

happi ly into a sati sfy ing whole. A nd th ere is co inci dence upon coi n­

c iden ce. And somehow th e averag e read er find s all th e co inc idenc e 

heartwarming , and perhaps even a t ri fie subtle . 
La st month a reader whose le tt er appeared in our co lumn s 

appealed for more att enti on in C.D. to be gi ven to the o ld hard -co ver 

school stor ie s of our yo uth . I'm all for keeping alive Lheir memorie s, 

though it is unlikel y , even In today's materi a li sti c world, th at th e 

sto r ies o f Talbot Baines Reed co uld ever co mpl et ely die . Th e same 

appli es to the deli ghtf ul school stori es whi c h Wodehouse wrot e earl y 

in his caree r, makin g hi s schoolb oys vastl y ent ertaining but o litt le 

coo facet ious. 
Desmond Coke' s handful o f stori es are amongst my favo uri tes. 

I have ever co nsid ered his magni f 1cent "Bendin g of a Tw ig" a~ t he 

most crue- to-iife schoo i stury ever written by anybody • and ! vo ice 

my op ini on as an ex-sc hoolboy and an ex-schoolma ster. Hylton 

C leaver, and, parLi cularl y Coke , al l wrote fo r the older schoolboy 

and th e adult .

FORTY YJEARS OF SEXTON BLAKE (Part I!) by W.O.G. Lofts 

One day 1 rece ived a communi ca ti on from the Le gal Depar tm ent 

of fl eetwa y Publicati ons, requ est ing me to call on th em as soon 

as possibl ,e as it was a matt er of gre at urg ency . Seemingl y t hey 

had hearcl about my know ledge of Sexton Blake, as well as my 

researc h achi evemen ts . Its head was Athol Johnson a Barrister - in­

law - a small wir y fri endl y look ing man whom I learned much later 

was reputied to be one of the c leverest lawyers in the business deal­

ing with copyrigllt and libel matters. In fact he had Lo be, being 

legal consultant to one of the bigge st publish ers of magazine s in 

the world. Athol had a ve ry st ro ng co nnecti on with our hobby as 

his father was Henry T. Johnson th e very pro Ii fi e and popular boys 

paper writer. In fact Athol wns named after the hero in his alm ost 

cl assica l circu s serial 'Th e Prid e of the Ri ng' . 
Br ief ly I was informed Lhat the firm had rece nt ly signed an 

imp ort ant contr ac t with a T.V . Company that was goin g co produ ce 

a seri es of Sexton Blak e film s featurin g L aur ence Payne in the lead­

ing ro le. As the set t ing was to be in t he tw ent ies, the y wante d 

to use ol.d sto r ies , when th e most sui table was those publi shed in 

th e Union Jack, written by Gwyn Evans, Robert Murr ay Gr aydo n, 

and G. H. T eed. Unfortunat el y wt1en th e tale s were penned tel evi sion 

di d not exi st - at least to t he publi c . T her efo re the y want ed to 

cont ac t ei th er the aut hors, or hei rs to co me to some agreement 

with th e m. 
I was able to inf orm him straight away th at all thr ee auth ors 

had di ed in th e 1937/40 year peri od. A s this was almo st thirt y years 

ago, i l was doubtful if th eir wiv es were sti ll in th e land of th e 

living. In fac t r did not know eve n th eir chri sti an names, or where 

the y might be aft er a ll thes e yea rs - but wou ld have a go at tra c­

ing th em. I had a deadl ine o f about a month, when using method s 

that Sexton Blake and Sherl ock Holmes would have approved plus 
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an enor mous amount o f luc k I succee ded eventuall y in tr ac ing al l 

three w it hin the time availabl e. 
Mr s. Gwyn Evan s a tin y amusi ng figure liv ed not far fr om me 

in th e sam e postal di stri ct o f London , and I took her up to Fleetway 

House . With her new fo und wea lth she was abl e to visit her daught er 

abro ad. Mr s. Robe rt Grayd on was of a more serious type, and sharp 

business woman . She had never forgotte n the fact that a f irs t edi­

tion o f th e classic sto r y Tr easur e Island had been th r own away in 

e rr or man y years befor e. IL had conta i ned a message inside written 

to her husband when a smal l boy by Robert Loui s Stevenson. Wou ld 

have fe tched a small fo rtune at any auctio n. 

Mrs. Te ed r met last livi ng not far from Ca rdiff in South Wales . 

Brough t up on a h igher Social scale lhan the oth er tw o, she reminded 

me of th e late ac tres s i n Dr . Finl ay 's Case-Book . Living with her 

:;ister in a large house belo nging to an elde rl y gent leman who looked 

like Lloyd George , we had dinn er with him dressed in eveni ng dres s, 

wi th silver servi ce and maid in att endance . 

I know th at Mr s. Evan s and Gr aydon hav e since died , and poss­

ib ly by this time Mr s. Teed . I t was co mfortin g to know chat I was 

instrum ental in help ing th em to some degree in the ir dec lin ing yea r s 

to ease th e i r financial burden s in our hig hl y infl ated age.

di r ty linen and a piece o f cheese 1n a co rner o f t he cel lar you would 

ge t spont aneous rep r oduc ti on. 
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That mice would automatically appear . But like a lot of othe r 
theories that one never materialjsed. There were; however, a lot 
of good idea s in the long-ago . We were taug ht etiquette and to 
respect our elders . Even the most elementary schools of learning 
included good behaviour teaching in its curriculum . 

I find much com fort and solace in those old times when we 
knew how to treat a lady. When the boys at St. Frank's meet the 
girls of the Moor View School th e boys raise their caps . Etse where 
this form of acknowledgment has alm ost dfsappeared . Onl y the other 
day in Lotndon I saw a young cou ple board a bus and the young man 
let the g;irl on first . Which showed me he was not a St . Frank' s 
scholar foir he would have been taught Lo board the bus him self fi rst 
and find a seat for his lady friend. 

But time s have changed and not far the better. People have 
cha nged too . In th e cosmos that is St. Prank's the world is exactl y 
the same as i t was when 1 was a junior schoo lboy. The servants 
of knowledge who rul e our early years seem to have an idea fix ed 
that eve ryt hing must change and that we must cha nge too . l wonder 
how many of you who read these notes would willingly return to their 
formative years and begin life all over again. 

Just think of the bunch of theories we could wash out but were 
idol ised in the old days. Uto pia was a word we often band ied about 
as a place where everything was perf ec t. 

It wa s a name given by Sir Thom as More to the imaginar y island 
in his political romance of th e same name . But Utopia means 
Nowhere, so another theory is dashed. 

ll is hardly worth mentionin g a place as being perf ec t when 
it is nowhere. The inf erence is that nowhere is perfe c t, but many 
places and! environment s that I have known fa ll not far short of being 
perfect. 

1 have watched cricket play ed on Little Side at St . Frank's on 
a beautiful summ er ' s day and for me that was a perfect day. I hav e 
know n the thrill of excitement at breaking up periods when Ch ri stmas 
nears. And one of Lord Dorrimor e ' s Holiday cruises in hi s famou s 
SS WANDER ER. There are mom ent s of perfection al I ar ound us 
for those who have eyes to see. 

But for man y ther e will still be the elusive Utopia that sadly 
beckons tbem to.. . nowhere.

Wit h 

the demt'-C of' the Lee Brook !i ob, ioush lost his "sparkle" although 

there wt~re signs of thi s tn rller in the second new ser ies in fact, almost 

certR nh due to ed1 tori al rntcrference or influence . 

We were, of cour,e , rPgaled with rep eats in tlw Schoolboys' 

Own Library and these con ti nued until the wart im e stoppage . Onl y 

a percentage· of the old "Small" ser ies was tr eated in this wa} . 

Usual ly three Lees were condensed into one S.O .L. but on the whole 

the, were fnirl)' well done . Since the war Howa rd Baker Press has 

produced one or two volu mes of St . Frank ' s reprints which came out 

very well . 
Since the war, up until hi s death, Mr . Brooks had a great number 

of sto ri es publishe d by Co llin s relot ing th e advent ur es of Inspecto r 

Bill Cromwell and Johnn y Lister under the penname of Vict or Gunn. 

These wer e very good and one ca n, with a litt le imagination , see 

Nelson Lee and Nipper in th e parts . As I pointe d out rece ntl y one 

Nelson Lee pre St. Frank 's story was ac tuall y pr int ed as a Cromwell 

storv with ju st th e names al t ered . 
· Wt fans of Mr. Brook s however, ca n be th ankful that we ca n 

still read the Nelson Lee Libr ary thr ough our col lections or borrow 

them f ro m the Nelson Lee Librar y instit ut ed by our late fri end Bob 

Blyth and now carried on by our new friend , Bil l Br adford .

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END OF AN ER.A by E. Baldock 

When the Magnet ceased publication in May 1940 it was as 
though the world - or a very Important part of it had suddenly di sa­
ppeared. Overnight a way of lif e had passed into limbo. It was 
sudden, ulnexpected and quite unpre cedented . We could not visualis e 
a world without our weekly Magnet, we had grown up with it and 
it had become a part of our dail y existence. Harr y Wharton & Co., 
Bunter, Vernon Smi th, Coker and all the oth er fellow s were as real 
to us as the chaps who lived next door or in the next street. 

1940 was for many of us a watershed in our lives. Th e termi­
nation of an old way of life and the beginning of a new and f ar 
more tur·bulent one. We were al l much pre-occupi ed in one way 
or another with a world war which uprooted all the ideas and con­
ceptio ns we had hitherto regarded as sacrosanct. We were plung ed 
almost overnight into an urgent turmoil of ac tion . Thi s was instru ~ 
mental to a degree in blunting and lessening the realisation that 
we had lost a dear, and what we had assumed to be a permanent 
institution, some thing which would go on forever . The dear old 
Magnet had ceased to be; a regular and splendid companion for as 
long as we could remember had passed into oblivion . There was 
something missing from the Saturdays immediately following the 
demise, a1 void which was, to myself at least, very tang ible. A facet 
of our way of life had gone. 

Tho .Se of us who were fortunate in having preserved our copie s 
over the years, had perforce to fall back upon and re-rea d th e earlier 
sagas to refresh once more our memories and to bring int o sharper 
focus the half-forgotten adve nture s and plot; to marvel at th e 
patience of Mr. Quelch in hi s dealings with William George Bunter; 
t0 be awed by th e cra ss yet lovabl e stupidit y of Hora ce Coker, and 
admire the long- suffering forb ear ance of Pott er and Gr eene; t o vi si t 
again th e old Remov e form - ro om with it s vener able t im e-pitted desks, 
the scene of so man y dramati c enco unter s over the year s; Lo absorb 
anew th e atmo sphere of that magic corner of Kent wherein flow s 
the river Sark hard by Greyfriar s School - this was no tiresome pur­
suit as may be im agined . Yet th e void c reated by the blank weeks 
foiiowing the old Paper's terminati on were traumatic , r reca.Jl, and 
very diffiicult to accept . 

Although too young to appr eciate the very earliest days of 
the Magnet, I have many time s since thought of that momentou s 
day in Fe bru ary 1908 - perhap s not considered so at the t ime -
when the old Paper was launched . What aspi rations and ant ic ipati ons 
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must have motivated th e minds of those responsib le for the pro j ect . 

What dr ea ms must have been germinating in the mind o f the then 

yo ung Frank Richa r ds; possibly not in the w il dest of Lhese did he 

see his creation, Greyfriars School, with a ll it s fascinating appendages, 

mar c hing fo rw ard go ing from strength to str ength ove r so many years, 

and giving pl easur e t o so vasL a rec.1dership. 

Not being gifted with the my stic art of foresight we knew noth­

ing of the wonderful resurr ection wh ich lay bef o re us, albeit some 

years ahead . Havi ng survived one world upheaval, t he old Paper had 

mar c hed triumphantl y on to even loftier heights during the inter-war 

years . The fe llow s o f Greyfriars were co n~oli dating their place in 

our affect ion s as perhaps few other cha r ac ters have done. Then out 

of tile blue, as it were, 8 vacuum was crea ted and we were left in 

mid-s t ream with a powerful legacy of no less than forty yea rs of 

che Greyfriars ' legend upon which to draw. Eve nt s hav e now been 

so orde red th c:1t the legend is in a fair way to be ing reperpe tuotcd 

for post erity through the medium of facsi mil e co pie s. 

from the breezy upland s of Co urtfi eld Co mm on, if one li ~tens 

carefully, there may still be heard the distant ro ar of cheering re­

echo ing from big - sid e as Wingate or one of his stalwart compan ions 

ins ti ga t e ye t anoth er fin e mov emen t res ulting ln a bril li ant goal for 

the old sc hool. O r fr om the equidis Lant Sark th e sudden burst o f 

yo uthful and iro nic cheering and laugh t er as Coke r co ll ects one more 

' c r ab ' under the seeth in g and embar rassed gaze of Potter and Greene. 

And po ssibly from some bosky , furz e-cove red hollow may yet be dis­

ce rnable the fai nt aroma of c igarette smoke occasioned by the pr e­

sence of Harold Skinner, Snoop and Stott, or ot her s of a like persua­

sion . Or an angu lar shade in homburg, coat and with walking sti ck 

may be g limpsed fading ove r yonder hill . So passes Mr . Quelc h inLo 

the realms of history where, perchanc e, he may enco unter his class­

ica l her o, Virgil, with whom one may be sure he w i l l have much in 

common, much to discu ss, not least the origins of the Eneid . These 

echoes are part of the very at mosphe re of a legend, th e light s and 

shado w s of which will not lessen with the passage of time.

Th e Skipper ' s description , in July CD, of the Rem ove at Gr ey-

friar s as top-heavy wa s very apt . Probably Hamilton never fu l ly 

gra sped just how many chara c ter s had not, so-to-s peak, been rem ove d! 

The reference in the orticle co th e Who' s Who co mpilat ions 
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mighc have put th e fin ger on the r ight spot . Original ly, Pentelow' s 
extensive Greyfriars Gal lery had dealt pret t y thoroughl y wjth ma.in 
and subsidiary characte rs. For those who lik.ed such coll ec tions, J NP 
did quite a good job . 

Surely the oddest it em under th e heading of Who's Who must 
have occu rr ed in the 192 1 Holida y Annu al. Here appear ed a li st of 
a ll Removite s, w ith the ir ages, heig ht s, weights, studie s - 39 of t hem. 

We ll, some time ago, Hamilt on had disposed o f Levison and Elliot 
(th ese tw o were nol part of the 39) . As time wen l by, Hamilton 
obviou sly deci ded he had no use for such as Buist rode, Delarey (nor 
hi s own charac ter , anyway) , H i llary, Rake, Smith Minor (th e sole occu­
panr LJf Stud y 8), Alonzo Todd (with the odd re-a ppearance now and 
then), T re luc e, Trevor. An yway, these names all fo rm ed part of the 
J 92 1 Annual Who's Who, what ever non- use the Author may have 
deci ded for th em. A s far as Hami I ton was concerned, the Remove 
probab ly number ed 30 or 3 l, whi ch perhaps was more or less th e 
event ual rnorm. Eve n th en, man y of them were simply 'b ack-cl ot h 
boys' (YOU name them!). 

The snag was , Hamilto n' s own pruning over t he yea r s meant 
not hin g to th e member s of what he rather facetious ly re ferred to 

as the Ed itor' s Menagerie. Th e many illustr ated items th at figured 
at th e foot of the Magnet ce ntre pages for some ti me wer e for ever 
recalling 'name s from the departed'. for example, Delarey prov ided 
the Head with a diam ond from Kimbe r ley ; Rake was an enth usia;;tic 
mov e-ca mera operator; and so on. Hamilton might not want Lhe chaps 
- but the sub-editor s did! 

In 19i38, during t he Second Pac ific Serie s, the Greyfr iar s Gui de 
aL the rear of the MagneL provid ed evidence of - yes, 39 membe rs 
of the Remove. Not quite the same names as had appeared 17 years 
earlier ; Elli ot seeme d t o have return ed, A lonzo Todd to have departe d. 

By tbe end of 1939, Hamilton co uld in all truth hav e been said 
not on ly to have cut dow n, but to have cut ouL, vi r tually most of 
the back-cloth. Prob ably a dozen and a half names would have then 
settled the Rem ove - but one must never reckon witho ut sub- editor s. 
The J 938 Li st was replaced in Dece mber 1939 by a further L ist; still 
39 Removite s, with Alonzo Todd back in and Elli ot out . As, in fact, 
the 1921 List had provided . 

Hardly surpri sing; the L ist of 1939, wi th names, ages, we ight s, 
heigh t s, studies , was IN EVERY DETA IL a reprint fr om th e 1921 Holi­
day Annual!

We c,an se t " MA RI E" fir st, the Lale of hi s yo ut h and fir st mar­
ri age . Seco nd co mes ALLAN 'S Wlf E, the tale o f hi s young man ­
hood and th e birth of hi s son, Harr y. Stella, hi s second w if e, is men­
ti oned ofte n af t er , but never Mari e, her death was too tra gic , and 
A.Q . never rea ll y got over th e ~rngui sh of i t . 

Hi stor ica ll y we ca n date hi s birth year from "M arie'' . The Great 
Trek of 1836, and Ding aan' s massacre of Re lie f 's band in 1838 - th e 
dat e of A. G. ' s marr ia ge. Marie wa s ju st 21 and A .Q. a few mon th s 
young.er, so hi s birth was in 1817. 

Hi s mar riag e to Ste ll a in 'A LLA N'S WIFE' we cc1n put at 1842-
3 and Harr y ' s birth at 1844 (say). These few years a l low him to 
re cover hi mself and take up hi s huntin g profess ion. 

We know also f rom hiscori cal dot es and references th m ' C hild 
of Storm' wi rh Mamee na come~ nexl ur c:1round L855 for in th e short 
story ' A Ta le of Three Lions' th e edi tor I !RH sta te s that Harr y who 
was w i th A .Q. then, was "a lad o f aro und fo urte en" so we now get 
to 1858 (say ), and histor ical dates g iv e us 1959 for "Maiwa' s Revenge".

We know "Th e Ivor y C hi ld" is 
the fin al one as in it Hans die s and wi thout di sput e we can p lace 
th em all befo re " FJNlSH ED", as in thaL tale Han s is referr ed to in 
the past ten se, so all are before 1879-80 whic h is th e date history 
gives for th e eve nt s therein . 

" The Holy fl owe r" co mes first 1869-70 fol lowed by "H eu - Heu" 
a yea r or so later 1872 (say ). 

r place "She and Allan" next by th e r e feren ce to llmslopogaas 
that A .Q. make s in ::Ai ian Quatermain!!, !![ had not seen him for 12 
years '\ which p laces it at around 1873. I have the evidence o f Allan' s 
deat h f n l 885 for this pla cemenl. 

"T he Tr easur e of the Lake" must come bet ween this and "Th e 
Ivo ry Child " as in the latter Hans is kil led by the elepha nt Ja na. 
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So can we pla ce these events somewhere in th e years 187 4-1878 
before ''Firnished", we hav e to allow for the time journe ys take .

Th ere was a f reshness and vi t aliry, 

wonderful de Lai l and inv entiv eness, and a deli cacy of line (or bru sh) 

work, which is not so ev idenL in his later drawings. l hi s i s on ly 

to be expected - th e inspir ed spark le o f one' s yo unger days t urn s 

ro a pr actised but prof essio nal expe rti se. This is not to denigrate 

Shie ld' s work in hi s late r yea rs. He was always ex cPll ent, and co uld 

s till r um hi s hand - m pen - to any subject - buL wh o, at 50, yet 

a lone 60 - can hope to recaptur e "chaL fir sL, fin e, carelPss ra ptur e" ? 

A s J. E.M. says , ar t isLs l ik e these should alw ays reta in a warm 

place in our memori es of the ol d paper s - we are lucky Lo have liv ed 

in a per iod when such work wc1s ovni l~ble - ;, ou have only to look 

in the p:.iges or ''Pun ch" to "'ee whaL I mean. !'he Jokes are as good 

as ever - of cen funnier th an of yo r e - but th e anwork - non-existant !

Have you ever asked yo urself "I s it worth iL" ? fhe stra nge 

fasc inati on these grand o ld paper s and books sti l l ho ld for us has 

made man y demand s that when summed up may leave us making th e 

above rema r k. 
On the debit side t here is the continuit y o f adding to one 's 

co ll ec tion whi ch can be alm ost limitless . A g lanc e throu gh th e cata­

logue of boys ' papers and books over th e last eight y yea rs will show 

that i t is quit e possibl e fo r any of the se publicati ons co turn up in 

the most unlik ely p !aces 1 and who amon g us would not rejoic e addin g 

such tr easur es Lo our co ll ec t ion . 
Th at is, if you can af ford to pay t he price for them . Some 

there ar e who couldn't a fford t he price but bought t hem and creat ed 

troub le for themselves . T hey ove rspent . They succ umbed to the 

magneti c char m th ese old peri odical s radi ate . 
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I doubt if there is one of us who doesn't desire to know the 
history of particular favourite papers and something about the authors. 
This means delving and writing letters and begins a chain reaction 
that swells as time goes by. for very soon, you get involved with 
the sagas of othe r boy's books and you want to know more about 
them and collect them. 

But if you have any sense you will realise you must limit your 
expenditure and confine your co ll ect ing to only a few sections of 
the hobby. If you have any sense, that is. But where this most 
famous of occupational pastimes is concerned it is very unusual to 
by-pass a paper that rises out of the dim past and could be yours 
for amount asked. 

Then there 's the exchanges. And the borrowing. And the 
returning. Postage not being in the least comparable to the good 
old days when the papers were published, inroads to our pocket may 
make us repeat the above remark I make in the begin ning. 

But what about the credit side? Do these old books and papers 
retain for l!S the magic spell we once knew? Do they still trans­
port us into realms that exist only in our wildest dreams? Is the 
literature $0 fascinating in the se books of long ago that we are com­
pelled to nurse them, to caress them with loving tenderness? And 
to pay the price asked for them? 

The fact that we do all these things answers the questions. 
for I cannot see any harm in this hobby. Only good. The papers 
belong to an age that doesn't compare favourably with that of today. 
We are enjoying these baoks because they remind us of the days 
when moral values, education and a privileged caste prevailed and 
we benefitted from this. One has only to recognise the absence 
of these today to unders tand their loss. It seems the habit nowadays 
to belittle the old values, and for that reason those of us who are 
impelled to advertise our hobby in the hope of bringing t o light new 
facets of the history of the old books may be looked upon as pecu­
liar. Only because we don't go along with all th e new ideas. 

Our beloved old papers will certa inly not corrupt us. They 
are wholes:ome reading and justice is the keynote to them all. Is 
it all worth it? Yes, I am sure it is. What it does cost us to main­
tain the hobby is fully recompensed by the wonderful tjmes we get 
reading about our favourite characters . They will never di.e. They 
are your friends, staunch and true. 
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Rec ently we present ed you with a Thomas Henr y "Will iam " illus­

t ra tion fr om the year 1939. Now we go nearl y twenty yea rs ear lier, 

when a younger Thomas Henry was presenting, with equal success, 

the very early Willia m stories .
